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Summary Assessment

� Main Constrains and Limitations

� State presence remains heavy; negative trend

� The efficiency and overall quality of government services is poor despite 
high government spending

� Overall tax burden, high cost of credit and frequent regulatory changes 
restrict private investment

� Regulatory inflexibility and red tape make “starting and maintaining a 
business” stimulate informality the norm

� The judicial system and other areas of the public sector are inefficient and 
vulnerable to corruption

� Basic infrastructure, education and health systems are inadequate

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Opportunity to be aware

� First and urgent step: eliminate the most obvious and relevant 
obstacles impairing the development of legally established ventures:
� facilitate and expedite the process of setting-up new ventures; 

� reduction of red tape for filing taxes and complying with information 
requirement;

� development of a sound tax and labor regulatory systems; and 

� development of new and efficient bankruptcy.

� Regarding the country’s general infrastructure, it is also critical to:

� improve the country’s elementary and intermediary education systems 
alongside with its healthcare and overall sanitary conditions;

� further develop the transportation, electricity, and telecommunications & 
data transmission infrastructures.
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Opportunity to learn

� Leverage existing IT infrastructure that resides in public schools, LAN 
houses and community centers to foster e-learning and e-networking 
cultures

� Provide incentives for corporations to engage and support local 
entrepreneurial ventures

� tax incentives, subsidized lines of credit and grants for joint programs 
between established and newly formed enterprises or entrepreneurs

� Stimulate universities to embrace entrepreneurial education and the 
promotion of entrepreneurship

� connection programs and outreach mechanisms 

� multi-disciplinary teams of entrepreneurs
